My first time instructing, I re-wrote the
course syllabus, homework, and lectures to teach students the Generalized Linear Model
(GLM) in a regression context instead of the more common compartmentalized
(ANOVA, ANOVA with contrasts, ANCOVA, Regression) approach, which students
have consistently found confusing.
