Introductory Design I:

Objectives:

Process: Identify relevant issues and de-
velop creative design responses, imple-
ment problem stating and problem solv-
ing processes, engage in effective com-
munication and critical discussion, and
make sound, appropriate judgements re-
garding design decisions.

Purpose: Design objectives are informed
by environmental and cultural contexts,
human activities, historic precedents,
material aspects of built form, and per-
sonal experience and observations.

Composition: Use of organizational, spa-
tial, structural, visual patterns and
qualities such as sequence, rhythm, sym-
metry, hierarchy, scale, shape, transpar-
ency, light, texture, and color to impart
character and meaning to architecture.

Theory: Identify the underlying tradi-
tions, assumptions and perspectives that
influence designers’ points of view and
guide designers’ interpretations and re-
sponses.
