Students majoring or minoring in Ethnic Studies may 
apply ES 401 [Research] and ES 405 [Reading and Conference] credits towards their major or minor 
degree only if those courses were taken for a grade and passed with a grade of C or higher. ES 409 
[Practicum] credits may be applied towards the major or minor if taken for a grade or on a pass/no pass 
basis.

Minor Requirements  

The interdisciplinary minor in ethnic studies requires a minimum of 28 credits,  
with at least 16 upper-division credits, distributed as follows:
