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10 Tips

1. Check the web sites of publishers of materials you know of or are already using.


2. Check web sites of professional organizations in your field.


3. Check web sites of school districts and government departments.


4. Look through existing lesson plan archives. (Why reinvent the wheel?)

5. Try the obvious first. If you're looking for information on Picasso, enter the specific term "Picasso" rather than the generic term "painters.”

6. Choose your keywords wisely (spelling counts). Be specific. Try synonyms.

7. Use the Help or Advanced information on directories and search engines, for example:

8. For hard-to-find items, try a variety of directories, databases and meta-search engines.


9. With young learners, consider using search engines especially designed for children, for example: Yahooligans http://www.yahooligans.com/
